Standards, and Exceeds Standards.  Descriptors of the four designations are as follows:

Overall 96% percent of students in Lake Forest District 67 met or exceeded state standards on the ISAT 
reading and math tests across the district schools. This is well above the state average and is the same as last

²ƘƛƭŜ ŜŀŎƘ ǎŎƘƻƻƭΩǎ ƎŜƴŜǊŀƭ student population met the AYP (Adequate Yearly Performance) requirements, 
the special education subgroup failed to meet the AYP benchmark of 85%  
Based on the Illinois State Board of Education 2011 State Assessment data, a growing number of schools have 
been identified for improvement under the federal accountability law, No Child Left Behind. 695 (80%) of Illinois 
districts and 2,548 (65%) of schools, up from 51 percent last year, failed to make Adequate Yearly Progress. In 
total, only eight high schools in the state made AYP based on test results in 2011 and only 3 of those were open 
enrollment schools.  
 
The benchmark for making AYP in 2011 was 85%.  Next year 92.5% of student will have to meet or exceed 
standards in order for a school to make AYP.  In 2014 it will go up to 100%.  Even greater numbers of schools 
will fail to make AYP in the next 2 years and likely it will be 0 in 2014. 
 
The Department of Education is in the process of reauthorizing the Elementary and Secondary Schools

(See related report on 
MAP changes and Common Core) The Illinois State Board of Education has revised the state standards, replacing 
them with Common Core Standards that are shared by 37 states.  Collaborative consortiums are currently 
developing the assessments that will have greater focus on rigorous content and application of knowledge 
through high-order skills.

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THE ISAT MATHEMATICS ASSESSMENT OVERVIEW 

The mathematics portion of the ISAT is administered at grades 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 and 8.  It consists of single-
right-answer multiple-choice items and two extended-response items.  The skills and concepts 
assessed are as follows: 

Estimation/Number Sense/Computation 

ü Demonstrating an understanding of numbers, their representations, and number operations of 
addition, subtraction, multiplication, division, percentages, and fractions as appropriate to grade 
level. 

Algebraic Patterns/Variables 

ü Identifying, describing and extending algebraic, geometric and numeric patterns and 
constructing and solving problems using variables. 

Algebraic Relationships/Representations 

ü Representing and interpreting algebraic concepts with words, diagrams, tables, coordinate 
graphs, equations, and inequalities. 

Geometric Concepts 

ü Identifying and describing points, lines, two- and three-dimensional shapes and their properties, 
such as parallel, symmetry; perpendicular; and number of sides, faces and vertices. 

Geometric Relationships 

ü Sorting, classifying, comparing and contrasting geometric figures.  This category includes such 
properties as similarity and congruency. 

Measurement 

ü Estimating, measuring, and comparing quantities using appropriate units and acceptable levels of 
accuracy.  At higher grades, this category encompasses conversions within measurement 
systems. 

Data Organization/Analysis 

ü Creating, analyzing, displaying, and interpreting data using a variety of graphs and computing the 
mean, median, mode and range of given data. 

Probability 

ü Determining and describing, and applying elementary probability theory and applying 
fundamental counting principles.  At higher grades, this category encompasses combinations and 
permutations of simple and complex events.
