DPM Basic Forms for Works Cited in your Bibliography

The heading for your bibliography is: Works Cited at the top of the page, centered.

All works cited are interfiled in alphabetical order.

IF the title begins with A, An, or The, AND your entry begins with a title, begin alphabetizing with the second word in the title.

Do not number or bullet your entries.

Double space between entries.

Watch for specific punctuation, indentation, and abbreviation and capitalization. 

If your entry is longer than one line, the additional lines are to be indented five (5) spaces.

Title italicized. Publication location: Publishing company, year.

Author's last name, First name and Initial. "Title of the article." Journal title italicized Volume number (year): Article page numbers.

Author's last name, First name and Initial. “Title of the article.” Encyclopedia Title. Edition.
